REQUIREMENTS

e The Poet Laureate will be available to serve a two-year term

e The individual will be 18 years or older, a current City of St. Augustine resident, or have
connections to the City through, family or community involvement

e The individual has demonstrated a commitment to and passion for poetry

e The individual must be comfortable with public recitation

e Poet Laureates may serve more than one term at the discretion of the City of St. Augustine
City Commission

RECOGNITION

e The City Commission may provide for small cultural or community grants available to
reimburse out-of-pocket costs incurred by the Poet Laureate

e Press coverage related to performances and special projects

TERM
The term of service is two years.
